Vice President

It is my immense honor to have been part of The Mecca Center
from its inception and it has been incredible to see how far we have
come in twenty amazing years, by Allah’s mercy. One of my roles

at TMC has been to chair the communications committee. As the
pandemic began, there were huge challenges and so much tragedy
all around. We felt grateful to be able to function as an E masjid
providing virtual programming and services to our community. Now
in 2022 it has been heartening to see so many in person events again.
However one remnant of the pandemic has been retained as we
now offer hybrid events with live streaming for those who cannot
attend on site. It has also meant that we are now reaching viewers
fromout of state.

The Mecca Center’s primary function is naturally a place of worship and has expanded to accommodate
hundreds of families. However we strive to follow the prophetic model of a masjid also being a center
that benefits its congregants and also the wider community at large. To that end, over 2,000 lbs of
produce was donated to a local pantry from our fully functioning vegetable garden. Both elders and
children volunteer together- weeding, preening and planting throughout the summer and fall months.
This was also the inaugural year of a very exciting 5k race which resulted in a $80,000 donation to
Chi-Care which helps the city’s homeless. Earlier in the year, our first ever convert conference was
successful and led to regular programming for new Muslims and heritage Muslims alike. The Mecca Quran
Institute offers a wide range of classes for all levels including Tajweed for English speakers. As for our
youth, there is something for all ages from the Quran Blossoms, to Mecca Mvmt, TTI, Meta and beyond.
At our annual Seerah conference we were able to invite speakers from all over the country. This is also
the first year that 20 students will be awarded $4000 in our scholarship program.

Finally, we have also been part of a 3 year collaborative with three other masjids. Through this initiative,
we learned about the world of philanthropy and we were awarded a $200, 000 grant that we will be
sharing to implement mental health programming. As we look forward to a second wing including a state
of the art weight room, medical clinic, and an expansive library, it is humbling to recall our modest
beginnings in a small office building in Burr Ridge. We pray that we always hold onto the original intention

of creating an open and welcoming space for all who pass through these doors and of being a beacon of
light in the community.

Our Vision is to spread
the moderate, enlightening, and spiritual message of the Quran and to
help build distinctive and active Muslims in American society. Our teaching
method at MQI is tailored to a student’s individual level so we can help
them in growing their skills, and the love of the Quran and Allah (SWT).

Our educational mission is to improve (reading - understanding -

memorization - tajweed and ijazah).
